MAN ON A WIRE DELIVERS PIZZA! 

 

Jade Kindar-Martin will create history at Wembley Stadium today [April 17, 2010] when he becomes the 

first person to walk across the width of the world famous venue - but he will be doing it at a height of 

more than 150 feet on a wire no wider than that width of your finger! 

  

As part of the pre-match show at the Saracens v Harlequins Guinness Premiership clash, the daredevil 

performer will walk the 500 feet across the roof of the world famous venue on a wire just 16mm thick – 

while also delivering a pizza in full Domino’s uniform! 

  

The sky walk, sponsored by Domino’s Pizza, is yet another first for Saracens at the iconic venue which has 

already hosted matches against Northampton Saints, South Africa and Worcester Warriors this season in 

front of club record crowds. 

  

Kindar-Martin is no stranger to creating history having sky walked at some of the most unique spots 

around the world. He set a Guinness World Record when he walked 1,500 feet across the River Thames 

and he topped that with a 1km walk across the Han River in Seoul to set another world record. 

  

The Sky Walk is just a small part of the pre-match show at Wembley on Saturday which includes 

performances from 90s pop sensations Right Said Fred, the hit West End play WarHorse, circus acts and 

there will also be 10,000 knights at the stadium.
