France, Holland, Belgium and Spain as well as the UK and later, Ireland.   Since 1993, following the Halpern brothers’ 
acquisition of the master franchise for Domino’s Pizza in the UK and Ireland, Chris has focussed full-time on these two 
markets. He was appointed to the board of Domino’s Pizza Group Limited in 1998 and became a board director of 
Domino’s Pizza UK & IRL plc in 1999.
