The challenge will take over 30 hours travelling time and, in the capable hands of pizza delivery expert Lucy Clough, the pizza 
will cover exactly 10,532 miles from order to delivery.  Lucy was chosen from thousands of people working for the company and 
beat off all of the other finalists who included her own husband, Roger.  
 
The record attempt should smash the existing record of 6,861 miles and is also aiming to raise much-needed cash for Make-A-

Wish Foundation® UK, a charity supported by Peter Andre and Domino’s Pizza in the UK. Make-A-Wish® is the largest wish-

granting organisation in the world, which grants wishes to children aged 3 to 18 living with life-threatening illnesses. 
  
Coincidentally, Peter will be waving off the pizza just days prior to the fourth series of “I’m A Celebrity…” which begins on 21st
